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Leader In Me T Lighthouse

This year we have set a goal of becoming a
Lighthouse School, the first ever Leader in
Me School in northern Canada to do so. We
want to do this as a way of celebrating our
successes, continuing to improve, and
inspiring others. This involves meeting 9
criteria:

1.Having a Lighthouse Team

Our Lighthouse Team is open to staff and
parents. We meet regularly, set goals, and
support our school's implementation of
Leader In Me.

2. Building a Leadership Environment
Our physical environment throughout the
school (and even in staff washrooms!) has
leadership images, quotes, charts for
tracking, and concepts, to inspire kids, staff,
parents and guests.
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3. Integrated Instruction and Curriculum
Teachers integrate leadership language into
instruction and curriculum, reinforce the 7
Habits through examples from real-life as
well as literature, and find teachable
moments to integrate leadership principles
and tools so students continue to develop as
life-long leaders.

4. Staff Collaboration

We have Criterion Teams that allow the
entire staff (teaching and nonteaching) to
actively collaborate in building a culture of
leadership, set goals, and accomplish tasks.

5. Student Leadership

Students are provided with meaningful
leadership roles and responsibilities in class
and in the school.

Students also are involved in planning
schoolwide activities that support the
leadership theme.

6. Parent Involvement

We encourage our parents to get involved in
activities that support the leadership model and
use and understand the Leader in Me
vocabulary and concepts taught at school.

7. Goal Tracking

A system is in place for setting and tracking
goals at the student, classroom, and schoolwide
levels.

We want each student to set and track his/her
own personal goals, and aim to achieve those
goals each month.

8. Measurable Results

Indicators are used to collect baseline data, and
track regularly to determine where and to what
degree the leadership model is bringing
improvements

9. Leadership Events

The school holds an annual event to share their leadership model with the community and other
schools. Community Leaders are invited to come to the school to share leadership insights and
experiences with students. During Leadership Days we invite parents, business partners, and
educators from other schools to come learn aboutand seeours c hool 6 s
model.

Junior ATB Message

Hello! We, the Junior ATB Leaders, have a question for you: does your child have an ATB
account? If they do, they can deposit money at school! It is called the Junior Flyers ATB. They
can deposit at lunch time every Thursday at our own ATB bank here at school (located in the
conference room).
